All items marked ‘QHS’ will be school-specific and must be purchased from the school shop, including the boy’s trousers. This is to avoid discrepancies in 

shading, shape and quality of garments.

Summer/Winter Uniform 
 
 
Summer Uniform: 

 
 First half of the Autumn term: September to October half term -  optional. 

 Summer term: April to the May half term - optional, After May half term to the end of the academic year (July) – compulsory. 

 
In the event of unusually cold weather during summer months the Headmaster may declare a temporary return to winter uniform. 

Summer and winter uniforms cannot be mixed, e.g. the open neck shirt cannot be worn with black tights. 

The school jumper is to be worn under the blazer. This is not a replacement for the blazer.   

 
Where items are ‘optional’ there is no requirement for purchase. However, students are not permitted to wear replacement items bought elsewhere. 



 

 
Sixth Form Dress Code 

 
 *Business Suits (skirts to the knee for girls) 

 *Formal, polishable shoes 

 QHS PE kit is to be worn for any sporting activities. 

 QHS PE Sports Bag 
 

The following items are NOT permitted: 

 
 Casual or leisurewear such as jeans, sportswear, hoodies, utility trousers etc. 
 Obvious logos or branding 
 Trainers or ‘Ugg’-style boots 

 Short skirts or revealing clothing 

 Make up should be suitable for business attire. 

 Earrings and any other form of jewellery should be discreet. 
 No visible tattoos are allowed. 
 Hair is allowed to be worn down in school but it must be put up during sporting activities and pulled away from the face during practical lessons.

Winter Uniform: 

 

 QHS herringbone blazer 

 QHS grey V-necked jumper with red ‘V’ and logo 

 QHS house tie – allocated by the Housemaster and communicated by Admissions 

 QHS grey trousers (charcoal grey, pleated front classic trouser) 

 QHS coat (optional) 

 *Long sleeved white shirt 

 *Grey or black socks 

 *Black or red scarf (optional) or QHS striped fine-knit scarf (optional) 

 *Plain black gloves (optional) 

 *Black shoes (Shoes should be of a traditional style, low heeled, black, clean and polished) 

No insignia should be visible. Canvas shoes and trainer type shoes are not permitted. Canvas shoes and trainer type shoes are not permitted. 

 

Summer Uniform: 

 As above but a *short-sleeved white shirt may be worn

Winter Uniform: 

 

 QHS Senior School tailored red blazer 

 QHS grey V-necked jumper with red ‘V’ and logo 

 QHS house tie – Allocated by the Housemaster and communicated by Admissions. 

 QHS tartan skirt (School Preference) – worn below the knee  

 QHS Black trousers as available via Stevensons (Optional) 

 QHS coat (optional) 

 *Long-sleeved white shirt 

 *Black or red scarf (optional) or QHS striped fine-knit scarf (optional) 

 *Plain black gloves (optional) 

 *Opaque black tights (minimum 40 denier) 

 *Black shoes (Shoes should be of a traditional style, low heeled, black, clean and polished).  
No insignia should be visible. Canvas shoes and trainer type shoes are not permitted. 
 

Summer Uniform: 

 As above but with a *Short-sleeved open-necked white blouse (to replace the shirt & tie) 

 *White ankle socks

 QHS Senior School black rucksack 

 QHS PE Large Sports Bag 

 *Hair should be tidy and off the face. Students are permitted to wear their hair down 

 *No make-up for Year 7 and 8 (unless for medical reasons as agreed by the Headmaster). Natural-looking, subtle make-up for Years 9-11 

 *No students are permitted to wear lipstick, lip liner or gloss, false eye lashes or eye liner. Additionally, no nail varnish or false nails are permitted 



 *Students are permitted to wear more than 1 earring in each ear, but are not permitted to have earrings which are larger than a stud 

 *Students are permitted to wear one necklace. Students must however ensure that the necklace is not seen or worn outside of their school uniform
